We will continue to build on what has been achieved,
inspired by the wise guidance of His Highness the Emir, in

our quest to achieve Qatar’s National Vision 2030 and allow
QSE to assume an advanced position among the world’s
developed stock exchanges.

In our capacity as a board, we exerted extensive
efforts in terms of mitigating the negative
repercussions witnessed in 2015 and moved
forward in terms of the implementation of QSE
strategy, the enhancement of the services provided
to investors, and the diversification of investment
tools. These efforts resulted in the FTSE upgrade
of the Qatari market to Secondary Emerging
Market Status. The upgrade will be implemented
over two equal tranches in September 2016 and
March 2017.

In 2015, our development efforts resulted in
the MSCI inclusion of two additional QSE listed
companies in their Emerging Market Index. Qatar
weighting in MSClI EM was raised from 0.4%
following the upgrade to nearly 1% in the current
time.

QSE also completed the start-up phase of the
private market (OTC) registration program and
introduced the Investor Relations Excellence
Awards Program, the first of its kind in the region.
In 2015, QSE successfully held the Investor
Roadshow in London, with QSE listed companies
in attendance, to support investor relations
activities and showcase QSE is market-leading
listed companies.

It is a pleasure to say that our operations during
2015 were carried out with full operational
availability and we achieved the maximum
level of disclosure accuracy. In addition, we have
successfully tested the Business Continuity Plan
(BCP) of Qatar Stock Exchange by conducting five
full test events, involving all market participants.
In 2015, QSE also hosted the 55th General
Assembly and Annual Meeting of WFE, which is the
world’s largest gathering of exchanges as it is the
trade association of 64 exchanges that are home
to more than 45,000 listed companies.

QSE continued to exert more efforts towards
promoting and increasing investment awareness
by holding numerous training sessions targeting
various society segments of both citizens
and residents. More than 2,500 persons were
introduced to QSE through education services.
QSE also launched the Exchange Views initiative
with the attendance of senior practitioners from
leading Qatari entities and a number of GCC
institutions.

These plans and objectives
constitute our focus and mission as a stock
exchange seeking to provide an opportunity for the
governmental and private companies for listing and
transformation into joint stock companies, so they
can occupy the desired position in the national
economy.

On this basis, QSE is considered a platform for the
diversification of the economy as it is a platform for
capital allocation to businesses and government
projects. It is also a platform for capital formation
through the provision of liquidity to existing
companies. It is also a platform for government
privatization program and a platform for the
development of SME’s through the QSE Venture
Market.

Currently Qatar Stock Exchange is the second
largest stock exchange in the region in terms of
market capitalization. It is also one of the best
exchanges in the region in terms of return ratios
that do not exist even in the world’s largest stock
exchanges.

In 2015, OSE achieved an annual trading volume
amounting to 93 billion and 720 million riyals. The
global economic changes and volatility witnessed in
the world markets during 2015 have not deterred us
to carry forward the execution of our development
plans aiming to transfer the exchange into a smart
and sustainable stock market that would reflect the
dynamism of the Qatari economy and its creative
spirit. In this regard, in 2015, QSE joined the UN
Sustainable Stock Exchanges Initiative, which
serves as an important platform to explore ways
that will help exchanges to work together as well
as for investors and regulators, policy makers and
companies to promote sustainability, governance
and responsible investment.

From this point, the development of the market
infrastructure was our main concern, which was
reflected in several upgrades, the latest of which
was the FTSE upgrade of the Qatari market. In
addition, Qatar weighting in MSCI EM was raised
from 0.4% following the upgrade to nearly 1% in
the current time. In 2015, QSE also launched the
Investor Relations Excellence Awards Program, the
first of its kind in the region, aiming to promote the
best IR practices among Qatari listed companies in
order to guarantee transparency and investment
competitiveness of the QSE market.

As part of the QSE brand awareness efforts, it is worth
mentioning that the successful hosting of the WFE
55th General Assembly and Annual Meeting in Doha
was one of the major achievements in 2015. The
hosting of this major international event, which is the
first of its kind in the region, reflects the international
recognition of the advanced level and remarkable
developments achieved by Qatar’s capital markets.

In 2015, more than 2,500 people comprising public
investors, university and school students, brokerage
and corporate employees benefited from investment
awareness programs. As part of the QSE strategic
objectives and social responsibility activities, we are
keen to educate citizens and residents about every
new product or service introduced in the market. For
this purpose, the Exchange continued to hold free
educational workshops and awareness sessions in
English and Arabic covering various specialized topics
of interest related to new initiatives and products.
Some of these sessions were held independently and
some others were held in collaboration with the best
local educational institutions.

On the staffing side, the Qatarization program has
achieved 45% of total staff, as QSE has made a big
leap in the Qatarization percentage with 22% annual
growth rate in 2015. In addition, training of staff
achieved its objectives and resulted in 100% budget
utilization.

Finally, I would like to express my sincere thanks,
appreciation and gratitude to all the parties
contributing to the success and achievements of Qatar
Stock Exchange which could not have been achieved
if it were not for the blessings God poured upon us
and the prudent vision of our wise leadership and its
relentless determination to fulfill the ambitions of
the citizens and to enhance their standard of living
and economic wellbeing.

Promoting Transparency

QSE continued in its efforts to promote transparency in financial markets, through its sponsorship of and
involvement in events and consultations during the course of the year. In particular, QSE, in conjunction with
representatives from the QFMA and QCSD, hosted an event which was designed to promote best practices and
encourage improvements in information disclosure by listed companies.

Investor Relations

QSE became the first exchange in the region to launch a programme, with Iridium, which rewards issuing
companies for Excellence in Investor Relations. QSE also hosted the sixth annual IR Conference, in conjunction
with MEIRS (Middle East Investor Relations Society), to support the development of IR practices in Qatar.

Operational Performance

QSE maintained a perfect record of availability during the year, with no reported incidents and no service
disruptions. The Exchange also conducted a successful, industry-wide Business Continuity test which
demonstrated the resilience of exchange and market participant systems and procedures.

Market Development

QSE, following approval from the QFMA, successfully introduced rights trading,allowing investors to participate,
as issuers seek to boost their capital through the sale of additional shares. QSE also announced the introduction
of margin trading facilities, with the approval of the QFMA, and began the process of accepting license
applications from broker members wishing to provide this service to investors.

Market Promotion

QSE hosted dignitaries and senior representatives from a number of international organisations throughout
the year. The Exchange signed a Memoranda of Understanding with Deutsche Boerse and Borsa Instanbul and
hosted delegations from Tajikistan, Korea, Sweden and the United States of America. QSE continues to promote
the Exchange as an attractive investment destination.

Empowering SMEs

Qatar Stock Exchange participated in a workshop with Commercial Bank and Deloitte to promote the Venture
Market (QEVM) and to provide support and guidance to Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs). SMEs are and
will continue to be significant contributors to the future success of the Qatari economy and the QE Venture
Market will provide an important mechanism for them to raise capital to aid expansion.

Exchange Views

QSE launched a series of events, under the banner ‘Exchange Views) as a forum to raise and discuss topics
of interest to the investment industry in Qatar. The events provided practitioners and participants with the
opportunity to express their views through open dialogue and round-table discussions. Specific topics that were
discussed included ‘The investment Climate in Qatar’ and ‘Realizing Qatar’s True Potential.

Education

QSE entered into a Memorandum of Understanding with Qatar University and also with Carnegie Mellon
University Qatar, to enhance cooperation and boost educational ties, with the aim of promoting investment
principles and assisting students through the provision of internships and vocational training.
