The Exchange is part of a comprehensive national strategy
that aims to establish Qatar as a world-class international market
and reinforce the country’s position as a regional financial centre by
introducing new trading products, technology and international investors
and issuers to Doha.

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The year 2017 and especially the second half have
been distinctly different from previous years. It was
a year of great challenge, determination, willingness
and steadfastness. Contrary to what the blockading
countries had sought to achieve, the State of Qatar,
had achieved remarkable things across all sectors,
including the economic sector, by the end of the year.

Qatar Stock Exchange has achieved very acceptable
results during 2017 when compared to the previous
year. Attempts by the blockading countries to damage
the QSE market since early June ended in failure.
Despite the index suffering declines during the first
days of the blockade, Qatar’s stock market has largely
returned to normality, shrugging off the impact of the
blockade and ending the year on a more stable footing,
with the QE index finishing at 8,523 points. Trading
volumes were close to the previous year’s levels, while
a large number of listed companies recorded stronger
growth and increased profits.

The drop in share prices in the third quarter of 2017
has proved to be a blessing in disguise for patient
investors, especially during the last quarter of 2017.
Lower prices attracted Qatari institutional and retail
investors and trading volumes increased substantially
fromthe levelsseenin 2016.Domesticand international
investors have returned to the market with a bullish
bias, which has been supported by a large number of
listed companies announcing strong year on year profit
growth.

Qatar Stock Exchange has made significant strides
in promoting awareness and establishing a mature
investment culture across various types of investor.
In our quest to achieve sustainable growth, we have
been working on developing investment awareness
across all sectors of our society and have adopted the
best practices of advanced stock markets wherever
appropriate. In this regard,we have mobilized resources
to support and develop our human capital across all
categories, with the belief that our human resources
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are our most precious commodity. At the same time,
we remain fully committed to our shareholders and
our economy, principal drivers of growth for the stock
exchange and our listed companies.

The year 2017 has proven the ability of our economy to
withstand crises and the ability of our people to thwart
conspiracies,and we will look at this year as a positive
turning point towards realizing our true potential,
completing our projects and supporting our existing
and newly established national companies.

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The publication of this report gives me the opportunity
to summarise the events and performance of Qatar Stock
Exchange during 2017, a year during which we achieved solid
results. Despite the sustained drop in the indices during the
second half of the yeaf, the market has now largely returned
to normality and the market has now stabilized as our listed
companies posted strong financial results for 2017.

The end of 2017 saw positive momentum in attracting more
domestic retail and institutional investors, as evidenced
by a year on year increase in trading volumes, and the QSE
benchmark index staged a remarkable recovery supported by
inflows from both Qatari and foreign investors.

This bullish trend remained in evidence at the start of 2018.
The QE20 index rebounded as listed companies announced
their financial results in late January and early February.
The market recovery is supported by strong economic
fundamentals, high dividend yields and the commitment of
Qatar Stock Exchange to maintain the highest standards of
transparency and investor relations, in addition to the trust
and support of local investors for their national economy and
its potential.

Qatar Stock Exchange has maintained its position in 2017 as
the regionss largest emerging market and the region’s second
largest exchange in terms of market capitalization. QSE
investment attractiveness has been the focus of attention
for foreign investors including US, European and Asian
investment portfolios as well as local investors, citizens and
residents.

With the listing of IHG in 2017, the total number of listed
companies on Qatar Stock Exchange has become 45, and
QSE has continued in its efforts to promote transparency
and sustainability. In 2017, QSE published its guidance for
listed companies on ESG reporting, and launched a platform
to allow them to easily record and measure their progress in
adopting these guidelines. This allows our listed companies to
provide insight to their investors on their efforts in promoting
sustainability through environmental protection, social
responsibility and the adoption of best practice corporate
governance standards. At the same time, we sponsored and
hosted the inaugural meeting of the Middle East Sustainable
Investment Forum.
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QSE continues in its efforts to promote transparency in
Financial Markets, through its sponsorship of and involvement
in events and consultations during the course of the year.
In particular QSE hosted its annual event on disclosure
and hosted the eighth annual IR Conference as a means of
supporting the development of IR practices in Qatar. QSE also
