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CHAIRMAN'S MESSAGE

During 2019, Qatar Stock Exchange continued
to execute its strategy by implementing
a set of initiatives and projects aimed at
strengthening its infrastructure and providing
improved services to investors.

In December 2019, with the listing of
“Baladna”, the number of listed companies
is now forty-seven, in addition to two ETFs.
During the year, all listed stocks on the market
were subject to a 1:10 stock split to improve
the liquidity and widen the investor base.

Over the past year, QSE held a number of
events, the most important of which were
forumsto promote sustainability practicesand
ESG principles among our listed companies.
There were also workshops conducted
to explain the advantages to companies
of listing and education courses on Anti
Money Laundering and Combatting Terrorist
Financing policies and procedures for all QSE
employees. QSE also held an investment
forum in London aimed at showcasing Qatari
listed companies and supporting the further
development of Investor Relations among
issuers.

In terms of market development efforts
in 2019, QSE issued mandatory investor
relations rules for all listed companies. QSE
also has started the implementation of
two important projects, the first one is the
establishment of a derivatives market, and
the second one is the commencement of
activities to support the upgrade of Qatar
from Emerging to Developed Market status.

QSE also worked on improving the disclosure
environment by holding several. training
courses for all listed companies and auditing
firms on the new automated XBRL based
disclosure program, Q-Disclosure. QSE also
held the 5th Annual IR Excellence Program
Awards ceremony, in which it announced
the category winners for 2019. QSEalso held
the 10th Investor Relations-Forum with the
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participation of all listed companies.

In 2019 four new Qatari companies (WOQOD,
Mesaieed Petrochemical Company, Qatar
International Islamic Bank and Qatar
Aluminum Manufacturing Company) were
included in the MSCI Emerging Markets Index.

QSE maintained 100% operational availability
throughout the year, without incident or
service interruption. QSE, in cooperation with
allstakeholders, conducted several successful
and large-scale business continuity tests
during the year. These tests demonstrated
the resilience of QSE and market participant
systems and procedures in times of stress.
QSE continued to update its systems and
procedures in order to maintain the highest
standards of efficiency.

Operationally, the QE Index increased by
1.23% and reached 10,425.51 points in 2019
compared to 10,299.01 points in 2018. Total
trading volume recorded a slight decrease of
1.16% to reach 67.705 billion riyals in 2019
compared to 68.501 billion riyals in 2018, and
the market capitalization decreased by 1.1%
to 582 billion riyals compared to 589 billion
riyals in 2018.

We believe that QSE is a pillar of the national
economy, which motivates us to launch new
investment tools and mechanisms to meet
the needs of local and international investors,
with the aim of enhancing liquidity. We will
continue tofocus on promoting transparency,
integrity and sustainability principles in our
market. We will continue to support all-of
our issuers and will encourage family-owned
business and local private firms to list on the
exchange for their benefit and that of our
national economy.

It gives me great pleasure to present to you
the 2019 edition of our annual report and to
take the opportunity to express my wish that
2020 will be a prosperous and successful
year for our organization, notwithstanding the
difficulties that have and will arise over the
course of this year. It is a tradition for us to
issue our annual report at this time of the year
so that we may discuss and present to you our
major achievements and projects during the
past year, and to share with you our vision and
future aspirations.

During 2019, Qatar Stock Exchange (QSE)
continued the execution of its strategic plan,
seeking to identify and implement changes to
our operating and regulatory infrastructure to
transform QSE into a world-class exchange. We
are committed to achieving an upgrade from
emerging to developed market status by actively
seeking changes to the legislative framework
and enhancing corporate transparency, whilst
also providing our investors with enhanced
investment tools.

QSE achieved anumber of key accomplishments
during the past year, which have resulted in
increasedforeigninvestmentinflows, benefitting
the national economy, and supporting the
human, economic, social and environmental
pillars of the Qatar National Vision.

As part of our desire to diversify the number
and range of products available to our investor
community, we have commenced work on a
road map for launching a derivatives exchange.
We also successfully executed the Regulator
mandated stock split of all the securities listed
on our market. The stock split had a positive
impact on trading and liquidity by increasing the
demand for corporate shares and attracting a
new segment of small investors into the market.

Since the number of the companies listed on
QSE is currently low, QSE considers increasing
the number and range of issuers a priority.
To this end, QSE held several conferences
and meetings in 2019 to encourage the listing
of government and private entities on-the
exchange. In 2019, Baladna was admitted
to trading, taking the total number of listed
companies to 47.

To raise awareness of sustainability among
our listed companies and to encourage them
to adopt ESG principles for the benefit of
investors, QSE held forums, in cooperation with
MSClI and FTSE Russell, to promote the benefits
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of sustainability practices in the investment
environment.

With regard to training, QSE focused its efforts
in 2019 on three categories; its employees,
listed companies and the local community. QSE
is committed to providing awareness training
on Anti Money Laundering and Combating the
Financing of Terrorism principles. To ensure
knowledge of QSE's AML/CFT Policy and internal
reporting mechanism we held mandatory
training sessions for all staff in 2019. QSE also
provided a range of training courses, to help
develop the knowledge and skills of its staff
and to provide managers with leadership and
administrative skills.

In 2019, QSE also held several workshops to
train listed company representatives on the
new XBRL based automated disclosure system,
Q-Disclosure, which will be implemented
during 2020. QSE also held a training course
for all listed companies on Investor Relations
management, in cooperation with the British
Association for Investor Relations. The new IR
rules became mandatory for all the companies
listed on QSE as of 1 October 2019.

QSE works hard to promote financial literacy
and investment awareness among citizens
and residents. As part of this, QSE delivered its
Financial Literacy Program to more than 900
students in 2019. Since 2016, more than 5,000
students from various schools and universities
have Dbenefited from QSE's education
program. QSE also inaugurated its new annual
competition for financial education in the State
of Qatar among students of Qatari universities.

Our next phase of development will require
further effort and cooperation from all of our
stakeholders; and we will work in cooperation
with our strategic partners to execute
our strategic plan, which will enhance the
investment environment in the State and
achieve institutional excellence and business
sustainability.

A road map for launching a
derivatives market on QSE
QSE's  Board of Directors
approved a plan to launch a
derivatives market on QSE
to enhance the investment
environment of Qatar's financial
markets and transform QSE into
a global world class exchange, in
light of the huge improvements
in infrastructural and regulatory
environments of QSE.

Stock Split Project

QSE successfully executed the
Regulator mandated stock split
of all the securities listed on
the market and held several
seminars to raise awareness
on this initiative. The stock split,
which was carried out during the
period from 9 June 2019 to 7 July
2019, had a subsequent positive
impact on trading and liquidity
by increasing the demand for
corporate shares and attracting
a new segment of small investors
into the market.

Training  Workshops for
Listed Companies on XBRL
Disclosure System

QSE organized the first training
course for listed companies on
the XBRL disclosure —system,
a project that aims to use an
XBRL-based electronic system
the disclosures submitted by
listed companies. The XBRL-
based disclosure system utilized
in many international.exchanges
is aimed.«to" make utilization
of disclosure data easier and
searchable and accessible by all
competent parties.

Promoting Sustainability &
ESG disclosure among Qatari
listed companies

Qatar  Stock  Exchange, in
cooperation with FTSE Russel
and MSCI, held two sustainability
and ESG forums, with the aim to
promote the business case for
ESG and sustainability, outline
QSE's sustainability action plan
to attract responsible investors,
provide an overview of global
investor assessment approaches
to ESG, and serve as the soft
launch for the QSE Sustainability
and ESG Dashboard.

QSE organizes a workshop on
AML/CFT

In  cooperation with  Qatar
Finance and Business Academy,
QSE  organized a training
program for all staff on Anti-
Money  Laundering/Combating
the Financing of Terrorism (AML/
CFT).  The training workshops
was aimed at reviewing the key
concepts related to AML/CFT
along with introducing QSE's
roles and responsibilities in this
regard. QSE is keen to hold AML/
CFT sessions on an annual basis
to keep its staff well informed
of the latest developments in
terms of relevant regulations
and the new methods used in
money laundering and finance of
terrorism.

Workshop on Qatar's Equity
Market

QSE organized a workshop
entitled “Equity Capital Markets
in  Qatar - Challenges and
Opportunities”  which  looked
at  listing  challenges  and
opportunities as well as liquidity
issues, regulatory requirements
and IPOs environmentin the State
of Qatar=The workshop.discussed
the promising opportunities for
SME's to diversify their funding
options through listing at the
QSE Venture Market with relaxed
requirements and lowercosts.
The workshop also discussed
the role of corporate governance

rules in  enhancing work
efficiency in the companies
considering to go public.

Listing of Baladna at QSE
The shares of “Baladna” were
admitted to trading in Qatar
Stock Exchange (QSE), taking the
number of the companies listed
on the market to forty-seven
Qatari  public  shareholding
companies.and entities.  The
Company's primary objective is
tomanage, supervise and setthe
business strategy of Baladna, as
well as the objects and activities
of the Company set under its
Articles of Association.

London Investor Forum

QSE held an investment forum
in  London to complement
the Qatari listed companies’
investor  relations  activities.
The forum, which covered a
combination of one-to-one
and group meetings, aimed at
showcasing the Qatarilisted and
promoting investment in their
shares. The QSE has sought
through this forum to enhance
investor relations activities by
providing an opportunity for the
senior management of listed
companies to meet with key
decision makers in some of the
largest investment funds in the
world.

10th Annual IR Conference
in Doha

QSE held the 10th Annual
Investor Relations Conference
with the participation of listed
companies, market participants,
analysts, regulatory bodies and
investors. The event targeted
all  Qatari listed companies,
featuring a _wide spectrum
of presentations and.. panel
discussions on a series of
significant topics covering of
global best practices in IR. The
program topics aim to further
promote the adoption of
international. best practicein
the field of Investor. Relations

(IR) amongst listed companies.
QSE decided to hold this event
in an interactive type sitting so
that all listed companies and
the investment community can
gain greater exposure to the
latest IR strategies and effective
practices utilized worldwide.

Training Course for Listed
Companies on Management
of IR Practices

QSE, in association with Maroon
Capital, organized an Investor
Relations (IR) training program
in Doha with the expert input
of the UK IR Society. The
training program was aimed at
enhancing the skills needed to
manage investor relations in the
financial markets in accordance
with  the international best
practices, as well as allowing
participants to demonstrate
the essential knowledge of
the financial and  market
environment, the regulatory
and reporting requirements
for listed companies and their
sound understating of the
principles of IR.

First Financial Competition
for University Students

As part of efforts to enhance
sustainability and social
responsibility, QSE organized
the first financial competition
for university students, which
aimed to promote investment
awareness  among  college
students, in line with the
Human Development Pillar of
the Qatar National Vision 2030.
The competition in which many
students participated aimed to

Mandatory IR Rules
As part of QSEs endeavor

Financial  Markets  Authority
(QFMA) has approved a set of
minimum  requirements  for
investor relation practices (the
“IR Rules”), which have become
mandatory for all companies
listed on the QSE as of October
1st, 2019. The purpose of the
IR Rules is to introduce a set of
mandatory requirements under
which each company listed on
the main market of QSE will be
required to appoint an Investor
Relations Officer, create and
maintain a dedicated investor
relations section on its website,
and hold at least one investor
call conference, as well as
submitting an annual report
to QSE on the company’s
compliance with the IR rules
and requirements.

Excellence Program

Qatar Stock Exchange
announced the winners of the
2018 IR Excellence Program at
the 4th Annual IR Excellence
Program Awards ceremony
held in Doha. Since its inception
in 2015 as the first recognition
program of its kind in the GCC,
the IR Excellence Program
rewards companies and their
leaders for their investor
relations achievements.
