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In 2018, Qatar Stock Exchange achieved
success and excellence in its performance
and was able to fulfill its promises to the
market participants in terms of listing Qatar
Aluminum Manufacturing Company as well
as the listing of two ETFs; among the largest
investment funds regionally and globally. QSE
had a great contribution to the achievement of
significant milestones in the interest of local
and international investors; the most important
of which is the increase of foreign ownership
limit in many listed companies to 49%. The
FOL increase has strengthened the position of
the Qatari companies listed on MSCl and S&P
Emerging Markets indices and the FTSE Russel
Secondary Emerging Market Index.

The QSE index recorded an increase of 20.83%
to reach 10,299.01 points by the end of 2018
compared to 8,523.38 points at the beginning.
The value of trading increased in 2018 by
3.6% to reach QAR 68.50 billion compared to
QAR 66 billion during 2017; and the market
capitalization increased by 24.7% to reach QAR
588.7 billion in 2018, compared to 472 billion
in 2017.

QSE achievements in 2018 have contributed to
the consolidation of Qatar’s rating on the 2017-
2018 World Economic Forum’s (WEF) Global
Competitiveness Report, where the Qatari
capital market is the best and most important
financial market in the Arab region and is one
of the top ten financial markets in the world on
many indicators when measuring capital market
performance.

Thisissupported and confirmed bymeasurement
of efficiency of financial markets development,
in which the Qatari market ranked the first
among the Arab countries and the 10th at the
international level and in the regulations of
securities markets index in the same report,
the Qatari market came at the first rank at the
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Arab level and the ninth at the international
level. In terms of affordability of financial
services, the Qatari market was ranked the first
among the Arab markets and the eighth at the
international level,and in the financing through
local equity market indicator, the Qatari market
was ranked the first among the Arab markets
and the twelfth at the international level. It was
also ranked the first among Arab markets and
the fifth at the international level in terms of
the venture capital availability among the 137
financial markets surveyed in the report.

The QSE has made great strides in promoting
investment awareness among existing and
potentialinvestors in the market. The promotion
of local investment awareness is based on a
set of pillars aimed to promote sound and best
practices for sustainable investments.

The QSE, the region’s largest emerging market
and the second largest in terms of market
capitalization, has maintained its position in
2018 and has become a focus of interest for
many foreign investment portfolios including
US, European and Asian investment portfolios
as well as local investors, citizens and residents.

Our belief that the QSE is one of the pillars
of the national economy has motivated us
to provide the best services to local and
international investors through the provision
of new investment tools and mechanisms to
enhance liquidity in the market with a focus on
establishing the foundations of order, integrity
and transparency. QSE also plays a pivotal role
in encouraging family and private companies to
transform into public shareholding companies,
which in turn will support the national economy.

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In 2018, Qatar Stock Exchange (QSE) continued
in its efforts to achieve its strategic objectives and
enhance its role locally and internationally. The
QSE achieved remarkable progress as a platform
foreconomicdiversification and helpingto achieve
sustainable development, covering the human,
social, economic and environmental pillars of the
Qatar National Vision 2030. These achievements
are evidenced by the trading performance and
infrastructure improvements, Corporate Social
Responsibility (CSR) activities and the promotion
of market awareness, roadshows to support
investment promotion and to improve market
transparency and IR disclosures in accordance
with international best practice.

With regard to the performance of our market
in 2018, | would like to highlight that the QE 20
Index was the best performer worldwide among
emerging and advanced markets in 2018 with
a 20.83% return, and our market capitalization
increased by 24.7% in 2018 to reach QR 588
billion.

There were a number of factors which contributed
to the market’s gains, most notably the increase in
foreign ownership limits to 49% by the majority of
our listed companies. This resulted in an increase
in the weighting of Qatar in the MSCI Emerging
Market index and the FTSE Russell Secondary
Emerging Market index. This led to a marked
improvement in inflows from foreign investors
wishing to invest in Qatari listed stocks. These
actions demonstrate the openness of the Qatari
economy and what makes it the most competitive
and fastest growing in the region.

Other factors that contributed to our positive
performance were the efforts of QSE to introduce
new investment instruments and provide new
services to market participants,whether individual
or institutional investors. Among these services
was the approval for omnibus accounts and the
listing of our first two ETFs. The QE 20 Index ETF
is the largest by Assets Under Management (AUM)
in the region and the Al Rayan Islamic Index ETF
is the largest (by AUM) Islamic Index ETF in the
world. The admission to trading of the Qatar
Aluminum Manufacturing Company (QAMCO)
following a successful and over-subscribed
initial Public Offering (IPO) increased the number
of listed companies to forty-six. | would like to
highlight QSE’s commitment to encouraging
further listings of Qatari companies on our market
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and we are always ready from a technical and
infrastructure perspective to list and admit new
companies and instruments to our market.

With regard to QSE’s strategy, we will continue to
focus on attracting new investment and capital
flows to our market, and we are fully aware that
to achieve this requires active marketing. During
the course of 2018, we actively participated
in a number of investor roadshows across the
Americas, Europe and Asia. We also have regular
annual roadshows and investment forums to
complement listed company investor relations
activities through providing an opportunity for
the senior management of our listed firms to
meet key decision makers from the world’s largest
international fund managers and brokers.

Sound transparency and disclosure practices
are vital factors in today’s markets if we wish
to attract foreign funds to QSE. Our policy of
product diversification is integrated with and
complementary to the best transparency and IR
practices.

In the past year, everyone has worked with great
determination to implement QSE’s ambitious
strategy, inspired by the prudent guidance of His
Highness Emir of Qatar Sheikh Tamim Bin Hamad
Al Thani, may God protect him. We recognize the
need to develop Qatar Stock Exchange and the
capital markets as an essential part of Qatar’s
National Vision 2030, which aims at building a
competitive and diversified national economy
and transforming Qatar into a regional center of
economic activity and financial services through
attracting more investments, and enhancing
optimal utilization of economic resources.

2018 was a successful year for us.We will continue
in our efforts to expand, enhance and consolidate
the firm foundations and infrastructure of the
capital market sector, and to achieve our goals.
We believe this to be in the best interests of our
national economy.

We will continue to build on the progress that we
have achieved. As we head into the future, we
will remain focused on adopting and promoting
best practices in global financial markets with an
emphasis on sustainable growth.

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Index Performance

QSE was the best performing
emerging market in the world during
2018, with the QE Index showing a
20.83% increase year on year.

OAMCO Listing

Qatar Aluminium  Manufacturing
Company was successfully admitted
to trading during the year, which
brings the total number of listed
companies to forty-six, following
a heavily subscribed Initial Public
Offering.

OE Index ETF

The QE Index Exchange Traded
Fund, the first of its kind to be listed
in Qatar, was admitted to trading on
OSE, and has become the largest, by
Assets Under Management (AUM)
in the region. The ETF has attracted
considerable local institutional
investor interest and has performed
well since its launch.

Al Rayan Qatar ETF

QSE saw the successful admission
to trading of the Al Rayan Islamic
Index ETF, which has quickly
become the largest single country
Islamic Index ETF in the world. The
Sharia screening methodology of
the underlying index is based on a
fatwa issued by Al Rayan’s Sharia
Supervisory Board.

Foreign Ownership

The majority of listed companies,
and particularly those eligible for
inclusion in the MSCI Emerging
Market Index, have raised their
foreign ownership limits to 49%
during the course of the year. This
has resulted in an increase in the
weighting of Qatar in the MSCI EM
index, contributing to increased
inflows of foreign capital into QSE
listed companies.

Investor Forum

QOSE, working  with  leading
investment bank, Deutsche Bank AG,
and with the collaboration of QNB
Financial Services (QNBFS), held a
successful two-day visit to London
designedtosupportthe development
of the investor relations function
and to promote investment in QSE’s
listed companies. A number of
international investment companies,
asset managers and international
brokers were represented at the
event.

Sustainable Stock
Initiative

As part of its commitment to the
SSEI, Qatar Stock Exchange launched
a web platform which provides
listed and private companies in
Qatar with the ability to record, track
and benchmark their sustainability
credentials, relating to environment,
social and governance indicators
defined in the ESG Guidance
launched by QSE in 2016.

Exchange

Promoting Disclosure and
Transparency

QSE continued in its efforts to
promote transparency in Financial
Markets, through its sponsorship
of and involvement in events and
consultations during the course
of the year. In particular QSE, in
conjunction with representatives
from the QFMA and QCSD, once
again hosted its annual event,
designed to promote best practice
and encourage improvements in
information disclosure by listed
companies.

Investor Relations

QSE hosted the ninth annual IR
Conference, in conjunction with
MEIRA  (Middle East Investor
Relations Association), as a means
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of supporting the development
of IR practices in Qatar. QSE and
Iridium also announced the winners
of the third round of the Investor
Relations Excellence programme
at a glittering ceremony held in
Westbay. The awards are designed
to recognize those companies which
have adopted and continue to
adhere to best practice standards in
transparency,disclosure and investor
relations. QSE also announced the
launch of the fourth annual Investor
Relations Excellence Program.

Business Continuity

The Exchange conducted a number
of successful,industry-wide Business
Continuity tests which demonstrated
the resilience of exchange and
market participant systems and
procedures. The exchange continues
to upgrade systems and procedures
to maintain international standards.

Automated Disclosures

QOSE announced the launch of a
unified electronic disclosure system,
which will be fully implemented
during 2019. The system, which
utilizes the Extensible Business
Reporting Language (XBRL) will
result in a paradigm shift in the
manner in which listed company
disclosures of their financial and
corporate action data are managed.

International Development

A delegation from the Shenzhen
Stock Exchange (SZSE) and China
Merchant Securities met with QSE
executives to discuss prospects
and opportunities to enhance
cooperation between the parties, to
further develop ties between China
and Qatar. QSE also wishes to attract
investment funds and individuals to
boost holdings by Chinese investors
in Qatari listed companies.
